Project Description: Equipment replacement of 22 medication dispensing units on six floors of the Davis Tower of
the UC Davis Medical Center, Main Hospital. There are typically four nurse stations per floor with existing medication
dispensing units. Project scope is to design and construct minimum required scope to replace existing units with new
seismically compliant medication dispensing units. Design and construct minimum scope to adjacent counters and
cabinetry to allow for replacement and installation of additional medication dispensing units.

To
prequalify, Design-Builders must agree to comply with all proposal conditions including state prevailing wages, 10%
bid bond, 100% payment and performance bonds, insurance requirements, and attend in its entirety the mandatory
prequalification conference.

The three (3) most qualified teams will be invited to participate in the design-build solicitation process. Following the
submittal of technical and cost proposals, a contract will be awarded to the team that offers the University the lowest
cost per technical point.

University reserves the right to reject any or all responses to this notice, to waive non-material irregularities, and to
deem Design-Builders prequalified to submit proposals for the project. All information submitted for prequalification
evaluation will be considered official information acquired in confidence, and the University will maintain its
confidentiality to the extent permitted by law.

Every effort will be made to ensure that all persons have equal access to contracts and other business opportunities
with the University within the limits imposed by law or University policy. Each Bidder may be required to show
